Head Lice 

We have had a number of instance of Head Lice in the school.  As a precautionary measure can I ask that you check your child’s hair 
and if necessary take remedial action.  I know how irritating head lice can be to a child (and to parents!) but they can only be caught 
by head-to-head contact.  They breed every two weeks so frequent checks of your child’s hair will ensure they remain head-lice 
free. 

Current advice is to never use insecticidal lotions as a preventative measure.  They should only be used where a living, moving louse 
has been found.  The best prevention is to carry out detection combing regularly. 

The school has been advised of two new lotions which are toxin free.  These are: 

 Hedrin and Nyda 

Both work in a similar way—smothering the louse and eventually suffocating it. 

Should you be in any doubt about which treatments to use, please seek advice from your local health clinic or pharmacy.
